4. Joe discussed the TRP Team’s Message Service Specification document.  Their work schedule implies that this will be submitted for QR next week (4th Sept), but a preliminary copy has been posted to the Steering Committee list.  Joe will attend the TRP teleconference later this morning to clarify the status of the document.

It was agreed that our role is not to ‘accept’ or ‘reject’ a document, but to comment on consistency and quality to the Executive Committee.  Joe noted that with the TRP specification being the first published it would be difficult to compare consistency.

5. Tim advised he posted personal comments on an article by Simon Nicholson.  No deliverables were formally submitted since the FAQ at San Jose.  The FAQ comments have been taken by the marketing team and a new draft is being prepared.
