2. Steering Committee report from  18th Oct

Agenda for Tokyo Plenary:

Project management:

* PM Team Lead disappointed at confusion and lack of response from Teams

* Klaus endorsed the approach and requested Team Leads make time either before or during plenary for a PM interview.


Specifications Update:

* TA hope to finalise public comment period during Tokyo plenary

* BP submitted  doc for private comment and will proceed to PoC (yet to include TP and CC material)

* Core Comp circulating a terminology matrix (BP/CC alignment) for internal comment

* PoC/RegRep/TRP not in attendence – no report

Role of QR Team:

Klaus indicated 3 areas QR team should address…

1. Consistency across documents (not yet apparent)

2. Specs match Requirements (cf Requirements Traceability Matrix)

3. Docs are in draft specification format (to be confirmed?)

Role of Executive of Document Review:

Klasu indicated that the Executive may withhold public review for non-technical (format, consistency,etc.) reasons.  However, documents with technical concerns will be put the the steering committee to decide on release for public review.

Conformance/Naming conventions:

Klaus indicated that each team’s specifications must have its own conformance statements.  The TA conformance relates to the interfaces between each ebXML component.

Listserver:

The current listserver removal rules (failed after 3 days or  a fixed number of retries, then removal from all lists) is to be made more lenient.

3. Technical Specifications received for Quality Review over the past week.

* Messaging Services (TRP) – second review cycle received 16th Oct.

Joe has received no concerns from team members.  All comments in the change log have been incorporated or scheduled for later versions.  The Team agreed to recommend to the Executive this go forward for public review with the aim to have a plenary vote in Tokyo.  Individual QR team members may submit personal points during the public review period.

*TA Specification (TA) – revised document received 17th Oct

The team agreed to comment to Nagwa before a special teleconference call on Moday 23rd Oct at 03:00pm Pacific Time.  The purpose is to discuss and formulate a response on this document prior to the 24th Oct.  Scheduled duration is 2 hours.

*ebXML Glossary (TA) - scheduled for imminent release

May have been held over awaiting alignment with new terms in latest TA specification.

Action: 

All: Comment on the TA Specification by Monday 23rd.  Be prepared to receive the ebXML Gloassry next week.

Tim: Advise Executive on the recommendation for the TRP MS specification.

Nagwa: collate responses for TA Specificiation 

4. Murray reported that the ‘press backgrounder’ document was to be superceded by the ‘ebXMLWhitepaper’ for release on Monday 23rd.  Whilst not a formal request, the MAE Team have asked that this be reviewed and responded to by Thursday  26th (following the next scheduled temeconference call).  Murray will collate and report on comments prior to the meeting.

He also reported that the MAE team have identified a resource for managing the ebXML website.

Action:

5. a. ebXML Specification templates.  Jon will discuss with Ray Walker in Tokyo. He also believes that a mass document conversion may be a more palatable strategy for implementation.

Action: 

Jon: Follow up with Ray Walker.

b. (see also item 2 above) Nagwa expressed concerns about the resourcing and co-ordination of the PM Team itself.  It was suggested we look to ways of helping the PM team with its job.  It was noted that the ebXML Timeline in the current marketing document may need comment and discussion with the Teams to check for technical correctness.  This should involve the PM Team.
