Discussion:

1. Commenced at 08:05 Pacific Time.

2. Steering Committee report 

Some members of the Steering Committee have expressed concern via their listserver about the lack of feedback from the review of the TA Specification.  It appears there has been a breakdown in the approval process and the Executive have not commented or released the QR Team’s findings.

It was agreed to forward the TA Specification Review report immediately to the Steering Committee. It was also agreed that we would indicate the breakdown in the approval process in a separate notice to the Steering Committee (see Item 3).

Action: 

Tim: Send TA report and separate email to Steering Committee.

3. No new technical deliverables have been submitted this week. 

The TA Team have proposed the ebXML Glossary need not be submitted for Quality Review as it is not a specification.  The team agreed that the Glossary was a key reference document and critical to acheiving consistency throughout the various ebXML deliverables.  As the terms of reference for QR was ‘deliverables’ and not ‘specifications’, the team felt it should be the subject of a review.

The next technical specification for review appears to be the RegRep Specification to be presented at the Tokyo Plenary.

The Team discussed the confusion in the approval process steps.  It was suggested a default action need to be in place in situations where the Executive made no comment on the Quality Review findings.  The team proposoed a 48 hour right of veto from the Executive, after which the QR findings would be deemed accepted and passed to the Steering Committee and document authors.

Action: 

Tim: Suggest additional step to the Executive.

Tim: Seek clarification on the process for the ebXML Glossary from the Executive.

4. Murray presented his report on the ‘Enabling Electronic Business with ebXML’ document published October 19, 2000.  He had written comments from himself and Tim.  Jon reported he needed time to document his comments. All the team had read and commented verbally. Overall, the team felt the document content was a good representation of the ebXML architecture as outlined in the TA Specification but needed adjustment to reflect the total ebXML vision. Murray suggested some of this was softening the tone e.g. changing what must be done to what may be done.

It was agreed that editorial comments were also useful at this stage.  

Action: 

Murray: Discuss our comments with Simon Nicholson and collate comments into a revised document to present at the next meeting.

Jon: Forward comment to Murray.
