· Prepare the one-pagers describe the top level architectural design for the “technical specification” projects teams (RegRep, Core Comp, BPM and TRP). (by 25th July)

· Comment on Technical Architectural design from the TA project team (by 25th July)

· Write our comments about the conflicts and over laps. (by 2nd August)

· Send our comments and evaluation to the steering committee for feedback before San Jose meeting. (by 3rd August)

· Conduct a face to face meeting in San Jose include nominated representatives of all project teams to work out the conflicts and the over laps. (August 7th to 11th)

The group expressed concerns about the structure and focus of the Technical Architecture Specification.  Specifically it was felt the document failed to:

1. Define principles of ebXML (rather than design)

2. Focus of specifying the interfaces between functions.

These points have been raised by other commentators.

It was suggested that some of these issues may be best resolved during face-to-face meetings but that the matter needed to be raised as early as possible.

Some requests for responses have been received from other groups.  It was noted that the role of this group is to raise co-ordination issues not resolve them.  However, this does not preclude facilitating a resolution to issues.
